D.I.R.T. RECOMMENDED MUD DRAG
TRACK DESIGN

. Length of pits should be between 100’ to 175’ depending on
available space.

. Length of shutdown should be three (3) times the length of the
pits.

. Width of the pits should be at least 20’ wide with 20" between
them and 20’ from the outside edges of the pit to spectators and
barriers. Berms are to be built on both sides of each pit at least 3’
tall. If space is limited then the 20" between the pits can be
reduced, being replaced with taller berms.

. Depth of the pits should be between 18" to 24".

. Out of bounds (DQ-Disqualification) area should be at the crest
of the berms on each side of the pit. Markers should be placed in
such a way to make it easy to see (i.e. cones and caution tape).

. Start and finish lines should be clearly marked in such a way for
drivers to easily see them.

ignorance is no excuse for rule violations. If you are found to be dishonest, you will be DISQUALIFIED for that
race and all points accumulated for that class will be forfeited.

TRACK OWNER/OPERATOR MAY HAVE OTHER GENERAL & SAFETY RULE REQUIREMENTS.

GENERAL & SAFETY RULES FOR ALL CLASSES

NO DRUGS OR ALCOHOL OF ANY KIND WILL BE TOLERATED!
If you or anyone in your pit crew or party is found with either you will be disqualified and asked to
leave, forfeiting all entry fees.
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 Track and D.L.RI. Officials reserve the right to re-inspect any vehicle at any time.

2. Your cooperalion and honesty in the inspection process is greatly appreciated.

3. All vehicles will be inspected for safe operation and safety equipment at each race. New racers will
be allowed a one race leniency if they do not meet safety requirements or fit into a class.

4. Vehicles may jump up a class without meeting safety reguiremenis.

5. Vehicles must have operable brakes, throttle returns and ignition shut off.

4. Helmets and seat belts are required for driver and any passenger [if allowed).

7. All passengers {if allowed) must have the same safety equipment required for the driver.

8. Disrespect of any kind fowards another racer, race official or spectators will not be tolerated. Drivers

are responsible for themselves as well as their pit crews.

9. Open fopped vehicles must have a minimum of a 4 point cage. Structurally altered cabs must have
minimum of a 4 point cage (Structurally altered meaning: cutting or weakening cab from OEM
standard). Unaltered cabs OK but recommended at ieast a 4 point cage. All main support bars with
welded joints above shoulder height must be gusseted fo strengthen joints.

10. Must have front and rear tow points for pulling vehicle out of pit. It is driver’s responsibility to inform
frack officials the proper hook to the vehicle.

11. Batteries must be bolted in place. NO bungee cords. Batteries within the driver compartment must
be in an unbreakable battery box.

12. All loose items must be removed from cab and bed of vehicle. ANY loose item that falls oui of a
vehicle while racing will result in disqualification.

13. D.I.R1. encourages dll participants fo take afl precautions fo maintain the highest level of safety for
racers and spectators.

14. All vehicles must come to a COMPLETE STOP after crossing the finish line. A 5mph speed fimit in the pit
and staging area will be strictly enforced. NO burnouts will be allowed.



15. The race course out of bounds will be marked. If frack officials declare you out of bounds, you will be
disqudlified for that pass.

16. To help maintain the quality of the frack, if you have not made forward movement of 2 feetin 5
seconds the track officials will fiag you and you will need to stop your vehicle IMMEDIATLEY. Your
forward progress will then be measured.

17. If o fime is not registered, the driver will be asked fo return to the starfing line and rerun their pass as
soon as conditions allow.

18. Al classes will run twice, reversing the order and pif on the second run.

19. Drivers will draw numbers af registration and those numbers will be sorted by computer to give run
order. Run order will be announced af the drivers meeting.

20. if o driver's vehicle breaks and they are unable to make it to the starting fine, it is the driver's
responsibility to inform the race official who is staging vehicles that they will not be running.

21. There will be no shiffing of run order. If the vehicle you are to race against is broken, you will have a
solo pass.

22. Vehicles equipped with Nitrous Oxide to run in an upper class will need fo fum their bottles off and
have official verify before running in a lower class.

23. No vehicle or driver can be entered in the same class more than once.

24. The D.L.R.T. points will be those of the driver, not the vehicle. If a driver's vehicle breaks during the first
pass, a substitute vehicte may be driven in its place as long as the substitute vehicle qualifies for that
class.

25. A driver must participate in @ minimum of D.L.R.T. point races fo qualify for the end of the season
awards and payback. This minimum number will be 2/3rds of the D.LR.T. point races.

26. Drivers who attend all D.LRT. point races will automatically have the lowest point race thrown out. if
a driver misses a race, it wilt be considered their throw out race.

Safety Rules pertaining to Mud Modified / Pro Mud / Open/2WD Classes:

1. Must have Ujoint shieids on all Uoints and one drive line loop centered on drive shafts 24” or less.

2. Open topped vehicles must have a minimum of a 6 point cage. Structurally altered cabs must have
minimum of a 6 point cage {Structurally altered meaning: cutting or weakening cab from OEM
standard). Unaltered cabs OK but recommended at least a 4 point cage. Al main support bars with
welded joints above shoulder height must be gusseted to sirengthen joinfs.

3 Standard transmissions must have “scatter shield bell housings”. Automatics must nave tranny shield

or blanket. Any vehicle running a frans-brake must have a franny shield or blanket {this includes Pro

Stock).

Must have an easily accessible fire extinguisher.

Must have a minimum of a 4 point harness.

Must have driver accessible power shut off switch.

Must have well marked, easily accessible master shutoff switch.

Must have a firewall separating driver from engine.

Mud Modified must have at least a single layer fire suit.

10. Pro Mud musi have at least a single layer fire suit and approved safety neck ring.

11. Open must have triple layer fire suit and approved satety neck ring, fire proof gloves, shces and head
sock.

12. Open must have blower restraints. Screw type blowers must hove blankets.
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These Safety rules are recommended for all other classes



No cut fires, paddles, or fractor fires. Fender well fimming is allowed for tire clearance
only. Maximum diameter 36” DOT

No aftermarket fiberglass bodies or body parts

Race officials have final say in all class rankings

3. PRO STOCK (PS) CLASS REQUIREMENTS:
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Any engine size, or engine swaps, but must be in sfock location

Body swap is considered engine swap and will be teched by body not frame

No affermarket engine blocks

Aluminum manifolds, headers, carb changes allowed. Chips and programmers aflowed.
Naturally aspirated, single carb and factory fuel injectfion. Factory installed Turbos
allowed. Aftermarket factory style injection aliowed. Propane dllowed on gas engines.
Trans-brakes allowed. Must have safety tranny shield or blanket and drive iine hoops.

No Nitrous Oxide *

No cut fires, paddles, or fractor tires. Maximum diameter 38.5" DOT

Factory intended removable tops, doors and tailgates may be removed. Windshields not
reqguired.

Trimming atfowed on fender wells for tire clearance only

No race fiberglass body shells. Replacement style fiberglass body parts allowed.

Factory style suspensions. Luﬁ‘ kits allowed, straight axle swaps allowed

Traction bars allowed

Must have factory style frame, NO affermarket frames

Topless vehicles must have roli cage

Factory style fransfer cases

Must have 4 wheel brakes

Race officials have final say in ali class rankings
